Our medical Clinic in Savane Carree has been in operation for 2 1/2 years. And we want you  
to know how things are going. Despite our high hopes, there have been some problems. Some 
clinic staff have been using the operation for personal profit at the expense of community 
service. Sometimes it is hard for us to know this is happening. Nevertheless, we have become 
aware of some improprieties. This has also affected the community’s feelings toward the clinic. 
So after great and prayerful consideration we believed it best to temporarily close the clinic. 
And the clinic was closed on January 1, 2024. For various reasons, the clinic will remain 
closed for several months, perhaps up to a year. However our plan is to reopen the clinic at 
the right time, wiser, and with new staff. Please be in prayer with us as we work through this 
situation.
